GENERAL INFORMATION 
 

 
 Only participants with a CMAS license are eligible 
to compete in the Championship. 
 
 All participants should respect the championship 
rules. The safety conditions set by the organizers and the 

CMAS rules and regulations. 

• Each country may enter a maximum of two swimmers per distance and one relay team. 

• For relay races the names of the swimmers and their starting order must appear in a list 
submitted to the results office before the start of the session. The composition of mixed relays is 
with two (2) males and two (2) females and starting order is Man-Woman-Man-Woman. For SB 
Mixed relay the starting order is Man BF – Woman BF – Men SF – Woman SF. National Teams may 
change relay team members between qualifying heats and finals. 

• Entries must be submitted to CMAS headquarters within deadlines set by CMAS rules (details 
available on SportsID & Sportdata). See the attached document: General Registration Process 
2024_V1. 

• World Seniors Championship will occur over five days and ten sessions. 

• Qualifying heats will take place in the morning and finals in the afternoon, except for the 400IM, 
800SF, and 1500SF. For these, slow heats will be in the morning and fast heats in the afternoon. 

• National federations must send official protocols of all selection competitions to CMAS HQ 
within three weeks post-competition, in one of the three CMAS languages. This allows verification 
of swimmers' enrolment times for championships. If protocols are not received by the deadline, 
the corresponding enrolment times will be voided, and athletes will be registered with the 
placeholder time of 59:59:59. 
 

SWIMMING POOL EVENTS 
Surface Finswimming (SF): 50m, 100m, 200m, 400m, 800m, 1. 500m 
Apnea (AP): 50m 
Immersion (IM): 100m, 200m, 400m 
Bi Fins (BF): 50m, 100m, 200m, 400m 
Relays: 4x50m SF, 4x100m SF, 4x200m SF, 4x100m BF (mixed), 
4x100m SB (mixed). 

Immersion Finswimming with compressed-air breathing apparatus:  

 Only compressed air without oxygen enrichment is allowed.  
 For pool competitions, the minimum volume of a compressed-air cylinder (bottle) is litres 



 

0.4 (zero point four litre) and for 200 and 400 meters immersion the minimum volume of a 
compressed air cylinder (bottle) is 1.0 liters (one point zero liters). 

 The maximum filling pressure for the compressed-air cylinders cannot exceed 200 bar (20 
MPa).  

 When a cylinder with a flat bottom is used, adding a rounded bottom, which does not 
exceed the radius of the cylinder, is allowed.  

 All cylinders must have passed a hydrostatic test less than 2 years before the competition, 
or even less if required by the local legislation.  

 Each cylinder must be presented empty during the checking meeting before the 
competition.

Anti-doping tests may be conducted during the championship according to the international rules 
of WADA and the CMAS anti-doping code.
